IN THE JUNGLES OF

In 1984 I went to Bandhavgarh as a young 
naturalist to build the first private camp in the 
Maharaja of Rewa’s old hunting lodge and 
spent a wonderful year in the jungle running 
the camp and many captivating hours watching 
tigers. Now 39 years later I have come back 
to the forests of my youth, with my family to 
stay at Jamtara Wilderness Camp in Pench 
National Park.
Our host and his team made the next three days 
absolutely magical and showed us the beauty of Pench 
and the new luxury levels that camps like his have 
achieved in India.

Masala chai, home-made cookies and hot porridge 
sustained us for an early start for the Park as we drove 
through the swirling morning mist, warmly wrapped in 
blankets with hot water bottles in our laps! Within 15 
minutes of entering the park, and much to the disbelief 
and delight of my family, we are in the presence of the 
apex predator of these jungles, Panthera Tigris Tigris, the 
royal Bengal tiger.

Over the next few days the jungle, in the company of the 
camp’s naturalists, and in our private family jeep, offered 
us further glimpses of tigers along with wild dogs, gaur, 
sambhar, nilgai and a host of mammals and exotic birds 
that completely enthralled us.

In camp the wonderful team, managed by the cheerful 
Kriti, offered us endless gourmet snacks and delicious 
meals with superlative service in the luxurious 
surroundings of our remote camp. Built around a 

magnificent banyan (ficus) tree, Jamtara has 10 
spacious luxurious tents spread out along a dry 
stream bed, which leopard and tiger regularly patrol.

Reminders of owner, Amit’s, illustrious grandfather, 
Kailash Sankhala, the first Director of Project Tiger, 
are in photographs and books strewn through the 
breakfast room, library and dining areas, reminding 
us of the lineage of this 3rd generation wildlife 
family.
